 Paper (unwanted magazines, 

catalogs, newspapers,  

phonebooks) 

 Yard plastics (lawn furniture and 

children’s toys)  

 

  

Additional                    
“Call as Needed” 

Services: 
White Goods Pick-up 

This service is provided for gas grills, 
refrigerators, stoves, washers, 

microwaves, refrigerators and other 
discarded appliances. 

E-Waste Pick-up 
This service is provided for discarded 

printers, TVs, computers, etc. 

Yard Debris Pick-up 
This service is provided for bagged 

leaves, trimmed branches, etc.   
 

Place ALL items at curbside. 
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The Town of Maggie Valley 

contracts with Consolidated Waste 

Services for all your trash and 

recycling removal.  Call Town Hall 

if you have any concerns.

(Fines Creek Road) receives construction 
debris, asphalt, wood and stumps. 

 

Used motor oil and cooking oil are 
accepted at all convenience centers.  

Household batteries should be placed 
in a separate bag and given to the 

attendant at any convenience center 
or MRF.  Syringes must be placed in a 
hard container (not glass) with the lid 
taped and handed to attendant.  Anti-
freeze is accepted at the Jones Cove 

center (next to the MRF) ONLY.
